INDUSTRIAL PARK EXPANSION

Section 12 Reconnaissance Est.

Background: Section 12 is located west of the existing Industrial Park. Demers Ave. is to the
north, 17 Ave. and legal drain #9 are to the south. The BNRR tracks form the east boundary
and the English Coulee Diversion Ditch is to the west. Currently the City owns 40 acres in the
northeast quarter, and Minnkota owns 80 acres in the southeast quarter. Neither site is fully
developed at this point but their use is basically spoken for.

Approach: In order to ease cash flow issues, the development is expected to occur in phases.
The first phase develops approximately 150 acres of undeveloped land in the northeast quarter.
Approximately 40 acres are already owned by the City of Grand Forks resulting in about 110
acres of developable property. Phase 2 would finish off the west half of Phase 1 and open up the
easterly 80 acres of the northwest quarter. Phase 2 would also provide partial development of
the southeast quarter. Most of the Phase 2 installations go on 62™ St. Further phasings were not
evaluated at this time. Including the Minnkota and City property, full build out of this area can
provide approximately 600 acres of industrial development potential.

Infrastructure Phase 1: Generally, the infrastructure improvements are along S. 58 St. from
Demers Ave. to 11™ Ave. South
A) Sanitary Sewer: Could be extended to the west on 11% Ave. South. Cost is
estimated at $500,000. This would only work if low sanitary sewer volumes are
anticipated. Full sanitary would anticipate a 1.5 million dollar lift station.
B) Watermain: Could be installed along S. 58 St. to provide potable water and fire
protection, Cost is estimated at $190,000.
C) Storm Sewer: It is assumed that Phase 1 will drain northerly to a holding pond.
The pond will discharge to Demers Ave. through a pump station and forcemain.
Cost is estimated at $450,000. Subsequent areas in section 12 are anticipated to
drain south into legal drain 9.
D) Paving: Phase 1 consists of paving 58" St. from Demers to 11™ Ave. South.
Lighting is included but no sidewalks. This would be considered a local street
and not eligible for federal funding. Cost is estimated at $850,000.

Infrastructure Phase 2: Generally, the infrastructure improvements are along S. 62 St. from
Demers Ave. to 11™ Ave. South
A) Sanitary sewer: Could be extended at a cost of approximately $300,000. A full
lift station could be added for an additional$1,500,000. The lift station could be
sized to cover Phase 2 plus an additional 300 to 400 acres.
B) Watermain: Could be installed on the northerly % mile of 62°® and looped back to
58", Rough cost for these 12 inch mains is $400,000.
C) Storm Sewer: Phase 2 includes a large pond and all the pipe to deliver water
south to legal drain 9. A small pump station is included for high water conditions.
This alternative also provides some capacity to serve the southerly portion of
either 62" or 58". Estimated cost is $1,200,000. Portions of the storm sewer
qualify for federal aid.
D) Paving: Phase 2 paving is the area from Demers Ave. to % mile south along 62*
St. This section could qualify for federal aid. Estimated cost is $850,000.

Willingness of land owners for property sales is unknown at this time.
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
